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Editorial Comments

Index

The index at the back of the songbook incorporates each song’s title (by which the songs are arranged alphabetically) and first line if it differs from the title.  Please note the index of Scripture citations as well.

Gender-Specific Language

This songbook contains some songs that use gender-specific language.  We have not edited this language because we have not writing these songs, merely reproduced them.  However, we have adopted inclusive language into Scripture songs when we could follow excellent English versions of the Bible while remaining within the constraints of meter and rhyme.  To those for whom the remaining exclusive language seems offensive, we would recommend an historical perspective; these songs were written in a time when, and by Christians for whom, exclusive language was not yet a clear issue of justice and love.

Three More Notes

For similar historical reasons, we have kept “thee”s and “thou”s when found in our sources, acknowledging that some of these songs were written by those for whom Elizabethan pronouns and verb conjugations connote reverence.  We have attempted to make their use consistent within a given song.

Also, we have followed the modern English preference of some for capitalizing the pronouns and metaphorical references to God, in order to give offense to no one.

Finally, the typographical convention of using small capital letters in the word “Lord” – that is, “LORD” – has been disregarded here, even for songs that are taken nearly verbatim from Scripture.  Its use could scarcely avoid being random, so we thought it best to eliminate this distraction for the singer.

We pray that this songbook will be a blessing to the participants of the Graduate Christian Fellowship at The Johns Hopkins University, and will be an aid in the worship of Jesus Christ.
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
