RALLY IN SUPPORT OF

STUDENTS AT JOHNS HOPKINS UNIVERSITY

The Baltimore City Branch NAACP has called for a Rally at Johns Hopkins University to show unity and support for the students, throughout the campus, especially the Black Student Union members, that are experiencing human and civil rights challenges on campus.

Friday, November 3, 2006, at 12:00 noon, is the date and time of this Rally which will convene at the corners of Charles & 33rd Streets in Baltimore City, Maryland.

Members of the Black Student Union have indicated that the racially themed Halloween party given by Sigma Chi Fraternity is reflective of a larger problem on campus.

“From the statements that we heard from a variety of students on campus there seemingly is now, and has been for awhile, a climate and atmosphere of racial insensitivity, prejudice and tension,” states NAACP Baltimore City Branch President Marvin ‘Doc’ Cheatham.  “We will, of course, allow the students to take whatever action they deem appropriate to address their concerns, but there is a larger picture and a systemic problem that we must address as an organization representative of the entire Baltimore City community,” states President Cheatham.
